In recent years, insect population has declined drastically, due to
pesticide, herbicide, loss of habitat, and pollution.

Light pollution is a big part of the problem. Night-flying insects, such
as moths, are attracted to white light, and they can waste valuable en-
ergy flying around our streetlights, security lights, and porch lights. They
don’t, however, find yellow lights attractive, so please swap out white
bulbs for yellow or put yellow filters around the lights sources. And turn
them off if you’re not using them or install motion dectectors. Share the
world with your fellow creatures!
